Colonel Dartanian “Doc” Warr is the Chief of Staff, HQ Air Force Materiel Command, WPAFB, OH.  He is responsible for the daily operations, and managing and integrating all activities and facilities of the Command Headquarters.
Colonel Warr received an academic scholarship to Culver Military Academy, IN., graduated in 1976, and entered the Air Force in 1980 upon graduation from the United States Air Force Academy.  Prior to his current assignment, he was the Deputy Chief of Staff, Headquarters North American Aerospace Defense Command (NORAD) and United States Northern Command (USNORTHCOM).  NORAD is a binational, Canada and United States command.  As the NORAD Deputy Chief of Staff, he helped direct a joint staff to coordinate command responsibilities for Aerospace Warning for North America and Attack Assessment and Aerospace Control for North America.  As the USNORTHCOM Deputy Chief of Staff, he assisted in directing a joint staff in order to deter, prevent and defeat threats of aggression aimed at the United States and its territories within USNORTHCOM's areas of responsibility.  Additional duties involved coordinating and directing military assistance to civil authorities, including civil support and consequence management when authorized by the Secretary of Defense or President of the United States.
Throughout his career, Colonel Warr was responsible for redesigning the air refueling station on the KC-10 aircraft; updating the F-16 training system; developing chemical and biological protective gear for the warfighter; alleviating electrical hazards on the Peacekeeper Intercontinental Ballistic Missile (ICBM); designing the crew station for the Small ICBM; and leading the development of the Space Based Infrared Satellite.  He is also an honor graduate of the Air Command and Staff College AL, and a distinguished graduate of the National Defense University, Washington, D.C.

In 1992, Colonel Warr was selected as a White House Fellow serving as a special assistant to Department of Housing and Urban Development Secretaries Jack Kemp and Henry Cisneros. He helped lead the department’s efforts to house over 10,000 homeless residents following Hurricane Andrew. In 1997, the National Junior Chamber of Commerce selected Colonel Warr as one of its 10 Outstanding Young Americans.
